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The Embassy of the Republic of Iraq in Stockholm presents its compliments to
the Royal Ministry for Foreign Affairs/ Department of Middle East and North
Africa, all Diplomatic and Consular Missions and Offices of the European
Union Organizations based in Stockholm and has the honor to communicate
that the Council of Representatives (Parliament) of the Republic of Iraq
approved on 21 December 2010 the new cabinet of the country. The people’s
representatives gave by absolute majority their votes of confidence to the head
of the new government, His Excellency Prime Minister Nouri Kamil al-Maliki,
and to members of his government comprising the whole spectrum of the Iraqi
people and their political elites.

The formation of the new government, which was born in the aftermath of an 8-
month political stalemate pervaded by prolonged serious dialogues, echoes the
maturity of the democratic experiment in Iraq and its success in forging a new
political system after decades of authoritarian dictatorship.

Prime Minister al-Maliki made public before the Parliament the outlines of the
government program made up of 40 clauses addressing various political issues
concerning the people of Iraq, including building firm and friendly relationship
with all the international community’s constituents based on mutual respect,
non-intervention in internal affairs and playing of a positive role in coping with
challenges faced by the international community. Besides, the program contains
integrated plans for promotion of economic, social, service, educational and
development domains, as well as reformation of judicial and administrative
systems, combating of corruption, building of advanced military forces capable
of safeguarding democratic gains and fighting forces of terrorism. The Iraqi
government is also determined to enhance the role of law in society life and to
strengthen values of human rights and social welfare in the federal, democratic
and pluralistic regime of the new Iraq.

The Embassy avails itself of this opportunity to renew to the Ministry for Foreign
Affairs, all diplomatic and consular missions and offices of international
organizations based in Stockholm the assurances of its highest consideration.
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
